(Panama City, Fla.) National Library Week is April 8th – 14th with the theme, “Libraries Lead.”  Today’s 
libraries lead their communities and transform lives every day. From education to job resources to 
lifelong learning, your library provides access to the programming and services you need to reach your 
potential and grow as a leader. This is the 60th anniversary of National Library Week that originated in 
1958.

Library cards are free to residents of Bay, Gulf and Liberty counties and are valid at any library in the 
system. Photo identification and verification of residency required. A parent or guardian must sponsor 
children under age 16. You can check out up to 20 items from the library for three weeks at a time 
including books, audiobook, dvds, Playaway eReaders, ukuleles, and dulcimers! 
 
Join a Friends of the Library 
group, donate your gently used books and DVDs, or share your love of the library with your friends and 
family!  The Bay County Public Library is also accepting unused art and craft supplies to go towards 
library art programming. Some supplies will go towards a Craft Supply Swap program held on Tuesday, 
April 24th at 6:00 – 8:00 p.m.
